Our Four Commitments—Our ministerial and lay leadership have recognized that there
are four deep values that are apart of our decision-making at Vineville: Excellence,
Freedom, Growth, and Health. Today, we focus on Freedom.

When our children are young, we have great control over what they do and what they
believe. We are able to convey our own vision of life and our own belief regarding what
is good and bad. As our children grow up, it is our fondest hope that they will become
responsible and apply our teachings to their decisions. We are less concerned about the
specifics of their belief than we are that those beliefs lead them “to act with justice, to
love mercy, and to walk humbly before God.” (Micah 6:8) Beliefs lead to specific
outcomes. Good beliefs result in a character saturated with a sense of God and a heart
deeply touched by our common humanity. Poor beliefs, no matter how orthodox some
may be, result in a critical spirit, a rigid temperament, and a compelling need to defend
God and the Bible.

As we age, hopefully we also continue to learn. Learning requires that we modify
previous beliefs and perspectives. Hopefully with age comes wisdom—a perspective that
tells us the life is much more grey than it is black and white. We must often agonize over
ethical concerns especially when the ones you love most find themselves most in the need
of a gracious word from God. We must often agonize over which biblical messages to
accept as authoritative since there are many biblical mandates, especially from the Old
Testament and Paul that we routinely dismiss as not applicable in our time.

What we seek to build is a community that is firmly committed to each other. We are able
to share our perspectives on biblical interpretation and the issues of our day without fear
of rejection or personal rebuke because we have been blessed and owned by each other.
We affirm the value that we are different, we come from different places and have



different life experiences. Yet it is our hope be sharing and listening to deepen our
understanding of the rich ways that God intersects our lives and our world. We hope to
listen to each other’s lives and see God in each other even when we disagree in the
specifics of doctrines, ethics, and politics.
